	Background: Since 2nd Q FY 98 funding for this training has been reduced to zero.  Currently the E-2 Wing Training Matrix calls for 11 flights totaling 16 hours of specific Combat Identification (CID), Electronic Attack (EA) and Electronic Support (ES) training for each squadron.  More specifically 18% of the IDTC WTM requires this type of external asset.  Use of airborne assets is preferred for two reasons: (1) it allows aircrew to perform realistic correlation of the emitter signal to a valid local track, and (2) it provides a complete check of E-2 weapons system.  The E-2 self test does not provide an end to end check of critical systems which may yield inaccurate indications of an operable system.  Recent training by several E-2 squadrons using Lear services has proven instrumental in identifying critical maintenance deficiencies as well as meeting training requirements.  NSAWC is aware of recent cuts in OPFOR programs. 

	Recommendation:  Recommend contracting air services with the required pods to support the E-2 community IDTC CID, EA, ES training.

	Background:     

Past aircraft acquisitions have included provisions for delivery of aircraft system/avionics operating procedures along with the aircraft.  Such procedures go well beyond NATOPS in delineating specific operating procedures applicable to aircraft mission systems.  They normally provide the only documented source of system operating procedures available from the development activity.   The MH-60S program chose to not include documented operating procedures as a part of the aircraft acquisition.   Thus, no programmatic linkage is provided between aircraft mission system development and flightcrew training/curriculum development.   The result is significant and costly delay associated with developing and implementing both transition and replacement flight crew training.



	Recommendation:
Ensure future aircraft development programs include provisions for development and incremental delivery of aircraft system/avionics operating procedure documentation.  Specify sufficient detail to support operator training for all phases of the acquisition process.  At a minimum, schedule deliveries to support developmental testing (DT), operational testing (OT), and a final delivery to support fleet introduction and IOC.

	Background:

Currently, world threat nations have the capability to purchase sophisticated Electronic Attack (EA) self protection jammer pods for their tactical aircraft.  These systems have proven to be effective against all U.S. air-to-air weapons systems.  Aircrew must be exposed to the different jammer techniques in order to recognize them, and determine how to counter them.  The F-14 simulators (2F153, 2F154, and 2F169) lack modeling of current EA techniques that F-14 aircrew may encounter while deployed.  The result is a limited ability to develop and train to tactics that counter advanced EW threats.  Improvement will develop/implement EW/EA simulations in F-14 A/B/D suite which will recognize threat jammer signatures and train defensive and offensive techniques.  Failure to provide will result in aircrews initial exposure to threat EW/EA taking place in theater, possibly during combat without opportunity to practice procedural defensive tactics.  The November 2000 Simulator OAG requested current surface-to-air and air-to-air emitters and targets be added to the trainers.

	Recommendation:  Fund design, development and installation of current (and future) EW threat simulations and techniques for all F-14 simulators. NATSAG XVI update: PMA205 has an effort to develop F-14B & D Jammer Models and Threat Aircraft Tactics to satisfy Fleet identified Aircrew Simulator deficiencies.

Current Status: The tasking to develop two Jammer Models and 16 techniques is scheduled to complete in May 2001.  The follow-on effort to develop the integration software and integrate the model into the trainers will require an additional $420K.  Funding requirements have been added to the FY02 spend plan, but the source is not yet identified.
