	Background: PROBLEM: When procuring new Weapons Systems or modifying legacy systems PEOs/Program Managers/APMLs consistently fail to provide the required Logistic Support Elements needed to satisfy validated training requirements (including proper training material/instructor assets, Technical Manuals, and equipment). (Note: This A/I combined 9701 and 9902 to better define the issue to be addressed.)
NATSAG XVII STATUS: There was extensive discussion within the Committee as to whether or not to retain this as an open issue since any complete resolution is beyond the scope of the NATSAG organization. The consensus within the group was that it is still an issue impacting training effectiveness. Retaining the Action Item continues to provide visibility of acquisition policy and execution.
