	Issue: CH-60S squadrons will stand up in the Norfolk area prior to establishment of a maintenance training capability.

	Background:
The CH-60S is to be introduced at NAS Norfolk without any local training capability to support the introduction.  The CH-60S will replace the CH-46 with approximately seventy (70) aircraft to be located in Norfolk. At this time only San Diego and the JAX/Mayport area support H60 maintenance training. Without a local training capability, there will be a significant impact on the ability of the Weapon System to meet/fulfill assigned operational commitments, meet TAD funding requirements, and maintain an acceptable quality-of-life (QOL) for personnel assigned to the operating squadron(s). The transition is scheduled to commence in FY01 and continue through FY08. Operating units will not be able to afford to send personnel to distant sites for the length of time required for the necessary training.

NATSAG XVII STATUS: As of a 4/17/02 update the CEB had granted “provisional approval” and was allowing the Plan to continue through the review process. PMA2052D reported a “transitional training management team” had been formed and is functioning to provide training assistance/support. At the NATSAG Maintenance Committee meeting PMA 2053L reported that PMA299 had included a POM input for 2004 to resolve the issue but it was reported later that the submission did not receive funding. The issue remains unresolved.
