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	Issue:  HS trainers (Devices 2F146 and 14D3) lack the capability to simulate a shallow water environment.  NATSAG XX #10 issue.

	Background:   HS suite of simulators was acquired to support blue-water ASW training, but since then mission emphasis has changed to ASW training in the littoral areas.  Shallow water acoustics are quite different, and the present acoustic signal generators on the trainers are not capable of simulation in that environment.  Generic Acoustic Simulation System (GASS) project, which was the planned future for this capability, will not support HS and HSL training.  PMA205 has selected a capability and is integrating it into SH-60B TOFT devices.  Initial integration is not proceeding smoothly but has potential to fulfill requirements.

	Recommendation:  Develop and select a shallow water ASW capability for H-60 and P-3 simulators.  Assure that this training requirement is included in FAST.

	Action Assigned:  NAVAIR PMA2055 assure shallow water ASW training capability is included in upgrades for HS (SH-60F)/HSL (SH-60B) and appropriate MH-60R & S (OAMCM) devices of the future.  P-3 APMTS has been assigned action to assure a common Navy aviation solution for new P-3 TORT device upgrades.
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
